Judging/Scoring

Judges will use a scoring system (100 point system max) based on:
Creativity – Execution: 25 points



Clarity – Precision of Performance: 25 points



Ability – Content of Performance and Emotion: 25 points



Presentation and Overall Performance: 25 points

Round One 

Voting will take place at the end of Round 1 and the finale. Audience members may vote by ballots distributed at the event. Only one vote (for all contestants) is allowed per round. Results will be determined by 50% audience vote and 50% judges score in all rounds, excluding the audition. 
Finals

Final performance judging will be determined by 50% audience vote and 50% judges score. Audience members may vote by ballots distributed. Only one vote allowed per round. 
Prizes

Grand Prize: $500 (check)

The grand prize will be made available by November 23, 2011, 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. by the producer. Prize is non-transferable and non-refundable. All taxes are the responsibility of the winner.

During each competition, failure to appear after being called three times will result in disqualification.
